Silver Lake Sanctuary consists of
approximately 100 acres of land located at
the northwest corner of Kingston on the
shores of Silver Lake.  This property provides
the only public access to Silver Lake in the
Town of Kingston.  The Lake is a 640 acre
Great Pond with a contributing watershed of
about 4.2 square miles.  Silver Lake is utlized
as a water supply by the City of Brockton.
The headwaters of the Jones River also take
form along Silver Lake's eastern shore where
it flows into Forge Pond.

Directions and Parking:
Access to this property is on the south side of Pembroke
Street (Route 27) as you are heading towards
Pembroke, just before the Kingston/Pembroke line.
Parking is 1/3 of a mile in along Barses Lane, just past
the barn.
