Dut alus! there uppen’_rs'f(s”ll:we‘h}f_-cu at land boom starled in
Brier Swamp and vicinity whieh dooms us to discouragement, as
far us repsonable  settlements ave concerned, as the values of land
along the pipe-line have risen to fabulous prices!

Sinee laying the pipe we have ealled on Mr. [ L. Maglubiin
for fiis prive, which he promised to give us, and he bas refused
to do so, aml referred us to his Atterney, Charles Fdzon of Whit-
man, saving he had full charge of the matter.

On the opposife page will be found the statistics of sehool
membership.  The dolul membership shows a gain of 1§
‘over last year. The average membership showed a gnin of
2135, The percentuge of altendanee is 9L5. The averuge
membership showed a gain of £0.35 in two years, largely in
“the ceulre of the town. "Fhe membership in 1886 was 228,
showing a gain of SLT or 37 per eent. in the cleven years.

SCHOO0L ACCOMMODATIONS.

Six pupils from Indian Pond are now conveyed to the
Cenire schools af a cost of LU0 per week. - Twenty-five
pupils eome from Rocky Nook on the ears at an average cost
of 2486 per week.

The consolidation of the classes works admirably, but
the Tnfermediate School building is entirely too small, and
something must be done this year if we are not to fall hack
to the old method of erowding the schools at Rocky Nook
and Stony Brook with more grades than one teacher can
Lhandie.

Careful and elabornte conrses of stndy, full of vich material,

classes. 1t would be no gain to the children if they substi-
tuted for the old drill a shatlow smatiering with no fixed im-
pressions and no thorough training.  Plainly we need to
simplify as well as to enrich our ecourses of study.

Tt simplifies the work fo some extent to hase our spelling,
writing and lanzguage lessons npon some snbjectin the read-
ing, geography or nature lesson.
