We have an excellent eorps of teachers, interested and enthu-
siastic in their work, the children gaining some inspiration and
encowragement from them are-doing themselves much credii in
their efforts o do their' part well and commendably.

Peachers, Supeuntendcnt and Selmol Board have moved aleng
harmoniously during the year.

In March the school committee, az a body, visited each of the
school houses in town to invesfigate their general condition and
ascertain what repairs were needed.

As a precantion against disease each school room was thor-
oughly fumigated during the spring vacation and has been at
other times whenever it was necessary.

At the annual town meeting in Mareh your committee recowm-
mended the ereciion of a four-room building for school pur-
poses to mect the increasing necessity for more accommeodations.

This subject was by vote referred fo a committee compos®d of
the selectmen and school committee to take into considerafion
this subjeet and report at a special meeting called for the pur-
pose. ‘This commiftee cailed a public meeting for a hearing in

the Town hall which was held March 17th and the opinions of
many of the citizens were there expreszed.

Adjourned meetings of this ecommittee were held on April
1, 8 and 15 with the resuit that it was unanimously voted fo ree-
ommend the building of a two-room school housze and a ther-
