Others fo resign were Mizs MacMillan of the
High sehool and Mizs Spotford at Rilver Lake and the resulting
vaeancies wore lilled by the choice of Miss Tauliclle Cameron
and Mrs. Flerence Go Blume. At the ¢lose of the fall {erm
Miss Paunce, afier long and faithful service in our schoois,
was compelled by failing health to velive and Miss Delila G.
Camplell was chosen as her suceessor.

With the beginning of the prezent scheol year the School
Commitiee raized the age of adinission o (he first grade to
five and n half years. This change is in accord with approved
practive and should result in reducing the wumber of pupils who
are obliged to repeal work, czpeciaily in the lower grades, and
evendually the effeci of the increased age and greater watur-
ity will he felt in greater ellectiveness throughont the sysiem.
Fiven now our age of admission iz hall a year below that of
mosi places having an elementary eourse of eight grades.

A law possed by the last General Court requires that the
schiool census shall show the number of pupils Lelween the
ages of five and seven, seven and fourteen, and fourteen and
sixteen. These figures have accordingly been given in the
stalistical part of the report above, to which I have added also
a fable showihg the distribution of the schosl population by
ages which may be of interest, particwlarly if taken in connect-
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ton wilh the ‘table showing the distribution of the pupils by
grades,

By ihe completion of the new bLuilding at Tocky Nook aid
the eccupation of ifs four roows il present needs of that sece
tion are well provided for, but the old lmilding new unoceupied
should not be neglecied ns continied increaze in the seliaol popu-
lation way require ity use within a few years. ,
