The assistance of {he
whspeople is requested by the repeated warning that “no Elm
wood s o be stored” for fire wood or other purposes.

A number of various specie of trees were planted along the
roadsides, which program will continue during 1957, All of the
streets have had brush cutting and work at present consists of
removal and trimming of overhanging Hinbs.
