ELIZABETH B. SAMPSON- MEMORIAL FUND

It is apparent from the diversily of projects offered for consi-
deration of the -trustees and from the number of deparimenis
tendering suggestions that the Town is now well acquainied with
ihe mechanics of administering the Elizabeth B. Sampson Me-
morial Fund. Already it is possible to record a fairly impressive
list of contribuiions made to the welfare and improvement of
the community from funds made available Irom the income
account and it is gratifying to realize that the future can provide
infinite additions. The citizens are unlikely to forget the generos-
ity of their benefactor, bui they may also take pride in having
established this fund on a basis which makes this conlinuing
tenefit possible.

Two years ago the Library Trustees formally suggested the
construction of ‘an addition lo the Frederic C. Adams Public
Library, in the form of a childrens' room, as a suitable special
memorial, as provided in the legislative act setting up the Eliza-
beth B. Sampson Memorial Fund. It was immediately evident
that a comprehensive study would be essential before any deter-
mination might he made, and as this study progressed it became
evident that extensive renovations of the present library building
would be a prerequisite for any addition. Accordingly, appropri-
ation from the income account was recommended and voted b
the Town in 1961 and 1862 to further this project.

This year the Library Trustces were able (o present a com-
pleted plan with accompanying estimates for lhe entire con-
lemplated-work. It also developed at this time that a substantial
federal grant might be obiained for a project of this lype. Since
bequests 1o the library are already available, and either unre-
stricted or earmarked for building purposes, would with a federal
grant and other funds at their disposal cover the entire estimated
building and renovation expehse, it was eventually decided not
{o recommend this project as the special memorial. However, in
ackno\vledgment of the outstanding value of the underiaking to
the Town, the trustees do recommend an additional appropria-

Through the splendid coorperation of your Board of Select-
men excellent progress has been made in the basic Survival Pro-
Eram. We are also indebted to our Chief of Police for his tireless
effort in organization of the Civil Defense Police. Survival re-
quires, of course, programs for Health, Welfare and Education
but perhaps the most important service required is Security. Pro-
tection of Persons and Property is the responsibility of Police.

The Board of Health effected good mosquito control this past
year, as a result of the loeal program carried out under the di-
reclion of Mr. Earl Paulding, Superintendent, and the Plymouth
County Mosquito Control Project. Blackwater Swamp was again
sprayed from the air with good results. The mist blower, which

has given several vears of good service, was reconditioned last
winter,

Polio clinies were again held under the direction of Dr. W.
Vernon Mayo, with the assistance of Mrs. Dovothy Felt and Mrs.
Helen Peterson, school nurses. Sabin Oral vaceine types I and
{1l were administered. Pre-school and elementary school chil-
dred received the vaceine at the clementary school, while high
school students and adults received theirs at the Town House.
Several interested citizens gave generously of their time that all
might receive the benefits of this program. We were happy to see
the large attendance at these clinics.

The Plymouth Community Nurse Association is engaged in
improving and extending the program which your Board has
initiated. ‘This program has increased the services within the
town which this agency ofters.

Activity at the dump increases each year, as do the assocli-
ated problems of maintenance. Since this is more apparent in
the spring, we bulldozed more frequenily at that time and re-
sumed later the once-a-month routine of the needed fill, grading.

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REFORT OF THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT

In 1860 the Town voled $5,000 to rebuild a portion of How-
land’s Lane, with similar appropriations in 1961 and 1962, The
1962 appropriation completed the rebuilding of this street from
Main Street to Atwood Street.

Several streets were accepted as Town ways in 1062 namely,
Baslet’s Lane, Pilgrim Street, Washburn Avenue, Hillerest Road,
Alden Street and a portion of Spruce Street. The work of re-
building these slrects has been slarted and will receive further
treatment in 1963,

The Chapter 80 program consisted of a resurfacing job on a
portion of Pembroke Street. The Chapter 90 Maintenance ap-
propriation was used Lo resurface a poriion of Main Street from
Green Street toa Summer Street. Elm Street received a 2-inch
mixed-in-place treatment for about a mile.

The sidewalk program in 1962 consisted of the construction of
a four-foot walk an ©Nain Street from Green Streetl to the junc-
tion of Route 3A, completing a very impértant link in our side-
walk system.

Grove Street, from the railroad bridge south, approximately
3,000 feet, was widened and is ready for resurfacing when funds
are available. _

The spring clean-up work is still a major item in the highway
budget, and will continue as long as we are forced to use the

amount of sand necessary to keep our roads safe in the winter
months.

New t{exthooks in some areas, purchased last year after a

thoroughgeing curriculum study, are now being used to gond
advanioge accarding to reports ny our staff.

The former Kingston High School was demolished under
the clirection of this department with the permission of the town,
The building had done excellent service in the 93 years past but
was at the paint where further maintenance as a sehoal could not
be justified.

The award of bus contracls for the next three school vears.
both for public and private school pupils was made. Routes have
grown to the point thai three of the seven buses on lhe public
school runs are now of maximwm practical capacity, 72-pas-
senger.

At one time or another during the year, members of the
School Committee attended caonferences on local probilems with
the Commissioner of Education and the Committce on Educa-
tion of the General Courl, as well as a number of cqually impaor-
tant funetions locally where school interests were involved.

Maintenance of school property. in addition to routine mea-
sures, included continued re-tiling of floors and improvement of
lighting in classrooms.

With the prospect of increased traffic in the vicinity of the
school, the driveway was widened as a safely measure. The com-
mitlce also pointed out to the Selectmen several hazards which
it felt came in their view, requesting some action.

The committee was active in participating witl} qtller_re:
gional school committees in an effort to work along similar lines
in matlers where common problems existed.

REPORT OF SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS — 1962
Introduction—

) A theme borrowed from the National Education Association
this year is "Focus on Change.” This can well be an extension
of ou_r 1960 town reporl brought up io date. Qur opening teachers’
meeting this Fall utilized a film strip reminding us of the great
;}r‘::ge’;hat is taking place in education at all levels and in all
o :ui .he‘last n':leeade has seen more changes in teachings than
b ¥ Slmlli_u‘ llme_span of public education. Without guestion

5 trend will cantinue over the next ten years.
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. The tremer}dous need for new knowledge, for quicker utilj-
z2ation of teachings of the past, and for more efficient methods
of presenling these lacets of education are all responsible for
these changes. We have also witnessed growth in this schopl
district far beyond what anyone predicted ten years ago. Our
schools must somechow meet ‘the challenges that have been noted
and be in a strong competitive position with all other school
systems of the nation. Much more is expected of everyone if
the resultant changes are lo be met successiully,

A first great step was inken in regionalizing our secondary
schools. Teachers and pupils alike have been given more and
better tools for learning than ever before. How well we use our
new teaching tools and expand our offerings to more and more
pupils remains to be evaluated. However, we must provide more
edueation for more pupils than we have ever experienced before
If costs were of no consequence, the job would be casier. A
teacher for every ten, fifleen, or even twenty pupils would price
the schoals out of reach and yet, these were common ratios in
small towns not too long ago.

In addition to change in organization, extensive curriculum
changes have been made. Scienee, mathematies. foreign language.
additions in the vaocations. and other areas such as guidance and
special education, have been made in our district.. We have
added summer school programs under Massachusetls University
Extension, logether with evening adull course offerings also. All
of these changes have faken place during the past decade as
improvemenis in the total educational picture. None f)f Thﬁ
values gained through improved offerings and organization
should be compromised in the school planning for the next de-

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HIGH SCHOOL

The high schoot continves to be cunéémed with shaping the
curricklum to besl meet the multiple 1'eq11it'elxxcrlls of our grow-
ing stuctent body a well as the common rnieeds of American so-
ciety. It is generally recognized that amongst the several objects
of the American school the fallowing would be included:

1. the development in all youlhh of a common
literacy.
2. the cncouragement of the individual in keeping
with his native abilities

The problems of curriculum planning are compounded by
the very nature of the society in which we live. Qurs is a lime
of tremendous growth in knowledge. Scientific and technological
discoverics of the past fifteen years have exceeded all know!-
edge developed previously in recorded time. Even as this repa-t
is written new knowledge is being discovered at an explosive
rate. John Garduer comments on our times suceinetly in his
book Excellence.

“The wranslormations of techinology and the intrica-
cies of modern social organization have given us a
sociely more complex and baffling than ever hefore.
And before us is the prospect of having to guide it
through changes more ominous than any we have
known, This will require the wisest possible leader-
ship.”

The past decade has seen the secondary school under attack
from leaders in many walks of life. The charge has heen made
that the high schools were too soft intellectually and that Ameri-
tan youth were being paumpered. Students were not required
o Mmeasure up to standards and the so-called educaiors were
bul.lding a nation of young people who were dedicaied o the
philosophy of gelting by in life with a minimum of effort. In
those communities where such practices existed they ceased wilh
1h? adven! af sputnik. The National Defense Education Act of
1938 further accelerated schools toward the improvement of their
Programs, particularly in the areas of science, mathematics,
language and guidance.
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Surpsisinigly  cnough in recent wonths the pendulum of -

criticism has begun 1o swing the other way. * j

In eurriculm planning surely one danger we in America must
avoid in our schools is the creation of a two-caste system—one
caste composed of the educaled elite and the second composed
of the balance. A democratic socicty cannot subscribe lo this
educaticnal concept and hope to remain strong.

It is our philosophy at Silver Lake lo provide curriculum
offerings hat afford a challenge to all students regardless of their
differences in ability. Our enrollment is now sufliciently large 1o
permit instruction in a wide range of subjects. It is our aim Lo con-
tinue to increase the qualitative chavacter of our college prep-
aratory subjects in keeping with the needs of American -sociel_\'.
In pursuing this goal we have no intention of neg‘lectl_ng the
average student to whom today a high schoot eclucatloulxs more
important than al any time in our past history. Socxolaglc_al
studies of the unemployed today indicate a common pﬂil(’l{l:

These figures show the most regular balance in any year
since our beginning in 1935. This balance also indicales that
divisions are a! or near maximwum and also means that some
students have had to wait another year to try again.

The placement survey of our June graduales show 100 per
cent placement. Figures show that of the thirleen graduates
from our program, four are in the service, eight are working z.lt
the 1rade, and one is at Stockbridge School in Amherst. It is
very satisfying to watch our graduates find a placement in their
ficld of training and take their place in the mainsiream of‘ol!i‘
society. This is the purpose of vocational education but it is
gratifving to see it work so consistently in our own progra.

ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

Changes in the elementary school have been made to help
prepare for the future when so many forward steps will he taken.
Tape recorders, filmstrips and Tilm projectors are being wtilized
to the fullest extent to help the teachers who are “Focusing on
Change.” The realizalion thal in this day and age children learn
by many different means must be strengthened and aceepted.

Scientific knowledge is doubling every seven to ten vears, The
world of jet speed reguires a knowledge of other nations and
their languages. Science and social studies are presented to all
grades and French to grades four, five and six, by television.
Teaching by this method provides a form of team teaching where
n expert teacher in a specific subject matler area presents the
?esson and the classroom feacher follows it up with detailed
mslruction.

However, at the same timne, the textbook is gaining in im-
Portance. The curriculum changes instituted last vear up-dated
the courses and strengthened the teaching. The changes in the
English, speiling, phonics. and health textbooks and the addition
?E _Supplememary reading and arithmetic textbooks helped to
fvigorate the program. The following goals will be easier fo
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achiove as a result: ‘provision for individual differences, betior
'

sequence of grade content, more unity for the four wowns in the

Ard instyuction as related io grade fevels and child develop-
ment levels is- well under way and may have already gone be-
vond the point-of diminishing return. Qur difficulties in the art
heparlment do not arise- from lack of materials, administrative
cooperation or negative parental influence. They are becaming
more evident beeause of the lack of additional stalf in this de-
partment. T we ate fo make art a meaningful, integral part of
the total school curriculm we mus! keep up with the steady in-
crease of larper and additional class leads, otherwise we will
pecome a “Trilt” or “soft” subjeet that will be used for “filling-in”
a student’s total education rather than providing conditions
which will ealance crealive learning.

The art program in the elementary school provides children
with ene of the {ew activities devoled to their creative deveiop-
ment. Much of the knowledge a child acquires in classroom
situations is based on factual material where one answer is ac-
ceptable. In most art lessons, however, the childien are re-
guired lo think out salutions to the problems themselves. There-
fore, with given malerials, and within certain structured situa-
tions. most children can develop their crealive potentials. Many
times children can find pleasing and exciting answers that may
vary greally from the accepted norm. This kind of divergent
thinking will help these children solve some of our perplexing
problems when they reach adulthood.

The fostering of their creativity cannot be adequately
handled without the proper atmosphere. Each vear, as the class-
wom load increases, it becomes more difficult to provide the
children with the proper time o complete their lessons. To
pravide the time this vear, eight classes were doubled together.
Needless to say, there is less direct contact with children in a

forty-five minute class with 48 pupils than the same time with
24,

72 students had complete physical examinations. These in-
cluded first and fourth graders and Lransfers without praper
health records.

All students were tesied on the andiomeler for possible hear-
ing defects. 32 are now under observation and 10 under treal-
ment.

All students were checked for visual defects. 50 are under
optomelrists’ care,

135 fourth graders and 26 adults were tested during our
ubercwtin program. There were 3 positive tests.

All studerts were checked for dental defecis. The dental
dlinic did not operate,

Our usual films on health and personal hygicne were shown,
followed by discussion periods.

Facilities of State and Couniv clinics have been used by
some pupils, Others are recciving therapy and guidance from
the psychologist and speech therapist.

Parents have been notified of all defects, test failures and
questionable conditions discovered in all checks, as well as our
daily observations. As always, through checking and instructing,
we have {ried to promete good health habits. claanliness, and
proper school attendance.

We arce now operating at peak eapacily and a Study Com-
miliee has been appointed to analyze and evaluale our space
needs in order thal no untimely delay will be encountered in
providing the class rooms that will be required to house our
rapidly increasing school enrellment in the next twe years.

Heraelitis, an ancient Greek philosopher, observed that a
man cannot today cross the river which he crossed yesterday
becanse bolh have changed.

FINANCE. COMMITTTEE - -

"'o the Voters of Kinpston: . L , :

A detailed study of Departmental. Budgeis has been made
agnin this year. Scheduled budget meetings, a policy adopted by
the Committee in 1861, have continued.  Each Départment wag
invited to present and explain their itemized budgel items for
1963, the Commitlee acted on the requests following each inter-
view, and the Department was notified in writing of the Finance
Committee recommendation.

Meetings to discuss Warrant Articles presentea by Depart-
ments and pelitioners were scheduled and well attended. The
Commitiee appreciales the interest and help given by the resi-
dents of the town.

An increase in the iax rate for 1963 seems inevitable. Cosls
in the areas of Edueation, Pablic Safety and Public Service
Enterprises show an increase of nearly $55,000.00. By careful
cooperative planning in other Departments, we recommend a
total budget figure of $851,931.37. Therefore the Budget shows
an increase over the 1962 appropriations of $32,686.05. We further
recommend the expenditure of $33,748.75 for Warrant Articles
attached to this report. Particular care must be taken by the
voters in the consideration of Warrant Articles. We hope that the
townspeople will closely follow and approve the recommenda-
tions of the Finance Committee.

On September 24, 1962, 517 Kingston voters appeared at a
special town meeting to consider an amendment to a Zoning
By-Law. This was a record attendance, yet represented only 215
of eligible voters. It is our sincere hope that you will exercise
vour right to participate in the financial affairs of the town at
the annual town meeting. ' .

Please make March 16, 1963 a special Saturday by attending
yvour Annual Town Meeting!
