Construetion Company of Weat
Newtan, the successful bidder, was signed on Novewsber 19,
1965, Another Special Town Meeting was called October ik io
act an funds for the Welfare Department for the balanee of the
vear. This aclion was not approved by the Director of the
Hureau of Accounts and a subsequent mecting was ealled No-
vember $th, A gquonwn was not present and after two fifteen-
minule recesses the meeting was adjourned. As a direet result
Buard of Selectinen veted 1o create an ermergency for the
requtired sum for the Wellare Department which was approved
by the office of the Director of Accounts.

The funds allotted by the State under Chapters 718 and

Since its inception, the trusiees of the Elizabeih 1. Sampson
Fund have been secking an‘appropriate project that migit serve
as a fitting memerind 1o our benefacter. Though a number of
suggestions have béen seriously considercd through the years,
all ailed in some degree to measure satisfactorily against the
standards the -frustees had esiablished. Fhe muemorial should
have permancnee; it should commemorate Elizabeth Sampson's
genorosily for many generations. I8 should be oo form that
would provide benefits to the whole community; not by its
nature favor any o group or any one section of the town
Mareover, it scemed essential that the act of ereating a valuable
capital asset {for e communily should not al the satne time
create a sizeable burden in annual cost uf operation or mmn-
tenance. Finally, the terms of the set osiginating the fund
stipulated that thy cast of this memoriad was nol s exceed

$25,000.

At leng last the Conservation Commiticg has presented a
project which meets alt these conditions and is cudorsed anbd
recommended by the trustees. By gift and purchuse the town
has aequired upwards of seventy acres situated in the intenior
af the aren bounded by Elm Street, South Street aned Wapping
Road and running down to Jones River. It is propased 1o coh-
vert this into a park of roughly one hundred acres by purchasing
some additional property and by developing an entrance through
ai6l to be acquired just beyond the bridge en Elm Street Op-
tisns and eslimates indicate that some  $10,000. might ©be
necessary for nnd acquisition and the batance of SE00G. might
then be employed to develop the park.

COMMUTTEE ACTIVITY
Late in the summer, the Finance Committee divided into
o sub-cerunittees to nitend meetings of the Hoard of Belect-
nen, the Kingston Schoal Copemitiee, the Board of Pubhic Wel-
are and the Highway Uepartment. 1t was the duty of these sub-
committers to meet with these groups, study their problems, in-
svet their equipmend and property, note their overali opevation,
and 1o report back to the full committee. The results were so
